The Festival of Scholarship (FoS) Proposal Vetting Process:

The FoS Advisory Committee requests that the participating institutions or programs take responsibility for screening and selecting up to three presentations to represent their campus.  

The rationale for this process is two-fold: 

1) Self-Representation: By having internal control over the proposal vetting process, each college has the power to decide which proposals best represent their institution’s collaborative projects, rather than having an external source pick which proposals will represent each participating institutions. 

2) Collaborative Conference Planning: By asking each school to develop their own proposal vetting process, we are including the participating institutions in collaboratively planning this event.  In this way, the Festival of Scholarship is not solely the product of collaboration of the FoS Advisory Committee, but collaboration between the advisory committee, and each participating college and institution.

However, we realize the need to provide an alternative vetting process for colleges that may be unable to develop their own vetting process or all-university programs that do not have logical review pathways (like the WWU Center for Service Learning, Teaching-Learning Academy, etc.)  

If a local review process is not possible on your campus or for your program, the Format group has suggested the following alternative:

· The Festival of Scholarship Format Committee, augmented by students from WWU’s Comm 416 Event Planning Class, and other volunteers from the Advisory Committee, will serve as a review and selection committee for those institutions that don’t want to or can’t handle review of the proposals locally.  If the proposal is from an all-university program, program directors or other program representatives will be invited to be part of the review and selection committee.
