MINORS
The WWU Classical Studies Program offers two types of minors to students: Classical Studies and Classical Languages.

Students interested in minoring in Classical Studies or Languages should contact Diane Johnson, the Classics advisor (650-4857; diane.johnson@wwu.edu). The Classical Languages minor requires 12 credits above the 100-level and the Classical Studies minor requires 27 credits approved under advisement.
