Visiting faculty 

are not eligible. 
• Nominees will be asked if they wish to be considered, and, if so, will be required to submit 

supporting materials to the evaluation committee.  Nominees from the previous year may elect to 
remain under consideration for the subsequent year and resubmit supporting materials. 

• This is a service award, not a teaching or research award.  Submitted materials should relate to 
service. 

• The evaluation committee may devise additional or alternative criteria and/or process upon 
announcement.  

• The evaluation committee will evaluate all material and make a selection according to its best 
judgment.
