Suggested Process & Template for Critical Friends’ Response

Each chapter team will be responsible for writing a Critical Friends’ response for another chapter team’s draft.  You can divide up that responsibility within your team anyway you choose.  You could divide up the responsibility by dividing the questions below or one person could initiate a response to all the questions and others could add to it.  The important thing is to get the responses to chapter authors in a timely way, i.e. by Oct. 31.  To make it easier, send Critical Friends’ responses to the first author for distribution to rest of team.

2. In what part(s) of the draft do you most clearly hear how/why students' voices are so integral to this approach to SoTL?  Why is it so resoundingly clear here?
