Intern will perform some or all of the following duties:

· Compile records of construction sites in Whatcom County

· Prioritize sites to visit based on location, volunteer availability, and likelihood of poor maintenance

· Visit sites and annotate and photodocument the use of Best Management Practices.

· Ensure that valid complaints are lodged to the appropriate authority

· Maintain databases of sites, visit results, and complaints

· Interface with volunteers (assign sites to them, following up on their site visits, write a monthly informal newsletter for them)

· Assist in  holding volunteer training (write press release announcement, secure venue and refreshments, work on advertisement)

· Take samples of water, where needed. 

· Assist with other office duties, as part of the RE Sources office team (this may include such extraneous duties as answering the phone, helping stuff envelopes, or making copies)
