“Green Book”).  Previous editions of this publication are on file in the Reference Section of the 
Mabel Zoe Wilson Library.   
 
The FY 2009 Green Book, formulated and published by University Planning and Budgeting 
(UPB), provides university management with the following operating plans for the upcoming 
year: 1) state operating budget profiles (supported by legislative appropriations and tuition 
operating fee revenue); and 2) self-sustaining fund expenditure profiles (supported by 
revenue generated by one or a combination of various student and/or user fees). 

 
University divisions, working closely with UPB, prepare and submit the information 
compiled in this publication.  Each division is requested to carefully review the published 
information and notify our office immediately of any discrepancies.  As a general rule, base 
budget allocations and position profile data reflect updates through the April 30, 2008, cut-off 
date for publication. Subsequent budget adjustments will be incorporated into the FY 2010 
Green Book.  
 
Please note that budgeted FY 2009 salary amounts for exempt employees reflect the cost of 
the September 2008, salary increase for a period of ten months only; the FY 2010 budget will 
be adjusted to reflect the full 12-month fiscal impact.
